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Enhancing Board
Governance through
Effective Sub-committee’s
Welcome again to the column that introduces you
to AQA board members.  We hope to provide
members and readers with some information about
AQA board and governance related items. Stephen
Huybens writes about his role on the Board…

board director in 2006,
Stephen is the Convenor
of the Finance & Audit
Subcommittee. Stephen
is currently employed
within the IT and
Telecommunications
sector. His management
experience covers
c o m m e r c i a l
m a n a g e m e n t ,
commerce, business administration, project
development, and operations. Stephen is married with
one child and has community interests in disability
services.

The key theme for this month is to provide a brief
overview of how effective sub-committee’s enhance
governance.

In last months Board Focus, “Director’s Duties and
Responsibilities”, you may recall Jacqui described a well
functioning Board as one which is reviewing and
approving strategy, setting organisational policy,
monitoring and reviewing organisational performance,
managing risk, and ensuring legal and regulatory
compliance.  The board has an experienced and strong
Chair, supported by appropriately skilled office bearers.
Ideally, it will have a mix of skills and experiences that
complement each other. A well functioning Board will
have established Board Committees or Sub-Committees
with skilled subcommittee convenors overseeing the
work of each subcommittee.  Like many organisations,
AQA does have subcommittees for Nominations and
Appointments, Finance & Audit, and Risk &

Compliance. Due to the nature of our organisation and
our reliance on securing funding streams, AQA has also
established a Fundraising subcommittee.  All of these
report back to the full board according to a regular
reporting schedule.

AQA’s Subcommittee:
· Nominations subcommittee: deals with the succession

planning, defining needs (being skills, knowledge and
experience), and the selection and appointment of
board members and the CEO.

· Finance and Audit subcommittee: primary role is to
monitor the effectiveness and integrity of the
organisation’s financial reporting.

· Risk & Compliance: primary role is to monitor the
effectiveness and integrity of the organisation’s risk
management and compliance.

· Fundraising subcommittee: primary role is to coordinate
and monitor the effectiveness of the organisation’s
fundraising initiatives.

The question you may well ask yourself “why do we
need subcommittee’s?”  Subcommittee’s are often
acknowledged as where the ‘real work’ of a board is
done.  The use of subcommittee’s has increased since
the mid-1990’s as a direct result of the increased focus
on corporate governance by regulatory authorities.  Each
subcommittee has a charter which is the formal written
statement of the roles and responsibilities of the
subcommittee and plays a major part in evaluation the
performance of the subcommittee.

Sub-committees have the opportunity to meet as
frequently as required, and also have the capacity to
develop a more detailed focus on aspects of board
governance.  By adopting this model of governance, sub-
committees are afforded greater time and focus on a
particular aspect of governance, freeing up the board
time to contemplate more strategic and longer term
issues.   This means that the board itself can achieve
more by having a clear focus whilst having the detailed
analysis of a particular topic area explored by a sub-
committee.

All board directors serve on at least one sub-committee.
Membership is revised annually, however each director
can choose their sub-committee, with a strong preference
for matching sub-committee focus with personal and/or
professional skills.

DISABILITY NEWS

Rights of Persons with
Disabilities
Human Rights Commissioner Graeme Innes has
welcomed the announcement of Australia
becoming a party to the international Convention
on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities and
called for governments to act to make the rights in
the Convention a reality.

“Sixty years ago this year, in the Universal Declaration
of Human Rights, the world affirmed that human rights
had to be universal,” said Commissioner Innes. “The
Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities
gives long overdue recognition that, if rights and freedoms
are to be truly universal, they have to include people
with disability.”

The Commissioner noted that Australia is among the first
nations to ratify the Convention.

“I commend the Government for moving swiftly to ratify
the Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disability,”
said Mr Innes. “I’d also like to recognise the previous
Government for their strong support of the Convention,
which included signing it on the first day it was open for
signature, and playing an important and positive role
during the drafting process in partnership with disability
community organisations.”

More than one fifth of Australians are estimated to have
some kind of disability and this is expected to increase
with the ageing of the population.

“As we get older, more and more of us will have reason
to hope that our society really does put universal access
and inclusion for people with disability into practice -
whether it is a matter of being able to fully use and access
housing, public transport and buildings or just basic
consumer appliances,” Mr Innes said.

The Commissioner emphasised that today’s
announcement was not the conclusion of the process of
recognising human rights for people with disability.

“In Australia, we have made some great advances in
disability law and policy, but there is much more to do,”
Commissioner Innes pointed out. “We must strive to
remove barriers to physical and information access,
ensure equal opportunity - not just in theory, but in
practice - in employment and education, as well as
address the severe inadequacies in supports and services
for many people with disability and their families.

“Ratification of the Convention on the Rights of Persons
with Disabilities is a symbolic commitment to equal
enjoyment of human rights for Australians with disability.”

Commissioner Innes urged all Australian Governments
to work together and in partnership with the community
to make that commitment a reality.
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Travels in the USA
Here is the conclusion to Jenny Hill’s adventures
in the USA after a three week holiday.  In ‘Part 1’
we read about planning the trip and their flight
across.  In ‘Part 2’ we read about their time in
Anaheim and Disneyland.   In this third part of
her travels, Jenny completes her trip in New York.

NEW YORK! NEW YORK!
Next morning we were on the go bright and early to
leave the hotel at 8.00 am to go back to L.A airport for
our flight to New York. Security procedures were very
tight and chair people have to be patted down and have
your chair swabbed for explosive residue just in case
you plan to pack your chair with explosives. Even though
this was still a Qantas flight they off load you to an
American Airlines plane and they are not a patch on our
Qantas planes. The planes are old, Business Class is
really squashy and the seats don’t recline as much, just
a foot rest really, and the service is not nearly as good. I
wouldn’t pay the extra again for internal flights in
America. One good thing though is that there is a
cupboard at the front and if you ask at check in and you
get in early they will often let you put your wheelchair in
the cupboard in the cabin of the plane. It depends how
full the plane is and if the ‘Hosties’ are nice, as the
cupboard is really for their gear, but it is always worth
asking.

Arrived at JFK airport about 6.00pm and once again
had an hour limo ride through Brooklyn, over the
Brooklyn Bridge and to our hotel in Manhattan, “The
Helmsley Midtown” which is on 42 St. just around the
corner from the Waldorf Astoria. Amazing! Amazing!
Amazing!, is all you can say about this fabulous city.
Our hotel cost a fortune and was defiantly a surprise

after the modern luxury of the Sheraton at Anaheim but
in New York you pay for location and this was right
there, but shabby chic is the best way to describe it with
the emphasis on shabby, rather than chic. Built in the
1930’s and an Art Deco classic after we got over the
shock we actually grew to love this ‘Old dame” in the
few days we were there. Surprisingly also, the bathroom
was modified and although small, very user friendly. The
staff were great and really helpful - there is a step up
from the street but the doorman was always there with
a little ramp to help. The streets of New York are pretty
well navigable in a chair with some of the road crossings
being a bit of a challenge but we got very good at
spinning the chair around to go down backwards and
ignoring the honking horns of the ceaseless traffic.

The first day we ambitiously decided we would go
“downtown” and do about 4 major tourist attractions
so caught the double-decker tourist bus that is a hop-
on hop-off affair. These are really accessible and a great
way to see New York but very slow as the traffic is
horrendous. The rest of the crew were up the top but I
could only stay on the bottom deck so the view was not
as good, but it is air conditioned down stairs so that was
a bonus as it was quite hot. After 3 hours on the bus,
and seeing lots of the city icons- The Rockefeller Centre,
the Empire State Building, Madison Square Gardens,
Central Park, Macey’s, Times Square, Soho, New York
Stock Exchange we finally arrived at Ground Zero- the
site of the Twin Towers- which was the first of our
planned stops for the day. That was an incredible place-
just to see a 13-acre hole on a city that is skyscrapers at
every turn was very eerie. We also had a great lunch
down there at a little sushi restaurant right next to where
the World Trade Centre was- they survived that day
and we had a great talk to them about that day.

We also discovered the best shopping place ever-
Century 21. It is like a discount store for the locals and
has amazing shopping-Diesel shoes for $40 US (they
are $200 Aus) and lots of bargains so we got lost in
there for a couple of hours and all came out with new
shoes. If you ever go to New York you must go there!
We then had to rush back to the bus and get back to
our hotel as we had a big night planned. I had a quick
rest out of my chair and then we were off again to dinner
on Broadway and to see “The Phantom of the Opera”
at the Majestic Theatre- one of the oldest and most
beautiful on Broadway. That was very special and the
crew had front row seats but I was in row 5 and at the

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end of the row, so didn’t have a complete view of the
stage. It was still a very special night that we will all
remember. After the show we went for a walk in Times
Square, which is the maddest place on earth, and it was
raining heavily so we thought we would get a taxi back
to the hotel. HAH! We eventually chatted up some New
York cops (gorgeous blokes) who flagged a taxi for us
and stopped the traffic in Times Square whilst I
transferred and the crew put the chair in the boot!

Next day was more sightseeing-this time downtown
again to catch the Staten Island Ferry to see the Statue
of Liberty. You can actually go the island and see it close
up but the queues were 2 hours long and it cost $49 US
each to go there. The SI ferry is free and you go right
past the statue and get a great view of the Manhattan
skyline, Brooklyn Bridge and Brooklyn and New Jersey
and even better you can buy a beer on the ferry for
$3.50! So we opted for that and got some great photos.
Then went to the Rockefeller Centre and up the tower
to see a view of the New York Skyline. Once again the
queues to go up the Empire State Building were 2 hours
long and it costs $50 per head to go there- the
Rockefeller centre had no queues and was only $19 so
we did that. The viewing platforms are amazing and the
view unbelievable and you actually get a great view of
the Empire State Building from there, as you are level
with the top of it. That night we went to an amazing
revolving restaurant on the top of the Marriott Hotel in
Times Square. On the back of the bus ticket for the
Tourist Bus there was a discount voucher and we had a
wonderful meal there-all you can eat buffet with amazing
desserts as only America can do them, complete with
the biggest chocolate fountain you have ever seen. All
this and view of the Manhattan skyline as the sunset and
a free cocktail!

Now we needed to explore Uptown so the next day the
boys, Lou and I went to the Museum of Natural History,
which is an incredible place. We spent all day there and
still only saw half but it was a truly wonderful day- a
beautiful old building with some of the most amazing
collections dating back hundreds of years. There was
also a new Planetarium which was fabulous, and the
most comprehensive dinosaur display as the American
Museum were the original discoverers of the T-Rex
fossils, plus a special exhibition of frogs (live) from around
the world, which really captured our attention. Next day
was Central Park, which is such a beautiful place. The
crew hired bikes and went for a ride through the park
whilst Lou and I found a coffee stall and watched the
buskers’ break dancing and had a relaxing day. I didn’t
see as much as I wanted of this, as it is 800 acres and
by this time I was feeling a bit tired. We also discovered
the Apple Store on the corner of 5th Avenue and Central
Park. It is the most incredible computer store in the world
and the i-phone had just been released so it was madness.
There is a glass cube above the ground at the plaza
opposite the Ritz Hotel and you go down glass steps or
a glass elevator into the store, which is like an Aladdin’s
Cave for computer geeks, under the pavement level of
the street. The boys thought they’d died and gone to
heaven as you can play with all the latest gear and they
ended up buying themselves I-pods and I bought a cute
little Apple laptop.

After 5 days in the Big Apple it was sadly time to leave.
We really loved the place and saw so much with no real
problems with access. We got very good at flagging down
cabs and the crew had it down to a fine art when it
came to putting the chair in & out of the ‘hood’ of the
NY taxi’s- the taxi drivers were very good to us-but
don’t forget to tip! Also if you make sure you tip the
doorman well they will always find you a cab or get you
a reservation or help you out. We had had an amazing
time and would love to go back one day. Whilst we had
been in NY the terrorists had bombed the airport in
Scotland and tried to blow up London so security at the
New York Airport was even tighter when we went to
leave. This time I had to make sure my leg bag was
empty and they swabbed the tap on the bag to make
sure there was no explosive residue there as you are
only allowed 100ml of liquid of the plane- a bit hard to
control!

Hopefully most of you will remember when Wayne
and Jodie Bradshaw proudly announced the safe
arrival of Ryan Bradshaw.  They both wrote an
article titled “Our Miracle Baby” that went into
their preparation before, during and after their
pregnancy.  Well three years has now gone by and
Wayne would like to share with you how much joy
and happiness that Ryan has brought to his parents
and big sister.

My little boy, I must say, the three years has flown by.
Ryan has brought so much joy into our lives.  He has
such a gentle nature and loving personality that it is hard
not to just love him. Being a paraplegic father, I was a
little apprehensive about my parenting role.  By that I
mean, little things like changing his nappy, getting him
out of his cot, feeding him, dressing him etc. The things
I needed to do when Jodie wasn’t home (she went back
to school to do a short course recently). But I shouldn’t
have worried. Ryan just adapted to my way of doing
things, like getting on the kitchen table when I had to
change him.  I found that being quite fit and strong helped
me with things like putting Ryan to bed and feeding him
etc.

I am very proud that I have taught my son to count (he
now counts to twenty).  He also knows his ABC’s and
his colors. He loves books and I am always reading to
him - he should blitz them at three year old kinda next
year.

We mostly fill our days in by watching ABC Kids, Play
School or Sesame Street and then DVD’s (I am sick of
watching the Wiggles). We have also spent a lot of time
doing sticker and dot to dot books which are a great
learning tool. He has amazed me with his ability to quickly
do jigsaw puzzles. He has such a good memory.

Being in my position where I am home with Ryan three
full days a week, Ryan and I have formed a great bond.
He will often say to me, “Daddy you are my bestest

friend in the whole wide world”, at which I just smile
and then squeeze his lungs out!

We went to the
zoo last year and
Ryan related all
the animals to the
DVD’s that he
watches.  He
loves the Jungle
Book DVD and
he was rapt
when he saw the
Colonel (the
elephant), Sherra
Khan (the tiger)
Kaa the snake,
but the best of all
was when we
went and saw
King Louie (the orangutan).  When we went to the
enclosure, Ryan yelled out “Hi King Louie, I’m here”.
It created a snow ball affect as all the other like children
started asking their parents if that was the real King
Louie. I just sat there and smiled. It was a great day,
especially when King Mufusa and Simba (the lions) were
up and about.

Ryan has now got to the age where we spend a lot of
time outside. He rides his tricycle and ride-on-car.  I’ve
just got him a two wheeled bike with training wheels
which he is learning to ride. I am fortunate to live very
close to a park where I have just started taking him. He
loves playing in the spinning egg and going down the
slide. I have pushed him on the swing until I couldn’t
push any more. It’s often extremely difficult trying to
convince Ryan that it is time to go home.

I recently took Ryan for our first outing in my car, on our
own, when we went to Box Hill AquaLink to watch
Naz play in the Wheelchair Rugby Nationals. I arranged
with Dora from work, who was also going to be at the
rugby, to give me a hand because I knew that Ryan
would be running around everywhere. I also knew that

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the Boss (my wife) would not let me go unless I had
someone to help me at the other end. It worked out
great and Ryan often asks if we can go to the Rugby
and see Dora again.

I am now seriously thinking about taking Ryan to a Life
Skills Day where my story (Our Miracle Baby) is proudly
displayed on the notice board outside the kitchen. It is
good just to show that parenting from a chair is possible
and being in a chair holds no barriers as far as parenting
is concerned. The way it’s approached is totally up to
the individual.

Footnote: A man from Amsterdam in Holland recently
read my article, which is on AQA’s website forum, and
sent me an email wanting any advice that I could give
him in regard to improving his sperm count etc. We
emailed each other back and forth many times and I
gave him advice and he gave me updates.  Not long
ago, he sent me an email saying that “… I am the proud
father of a baby boy, thanks for all your help Wayne…”.

I feel so privileged and happy that my story and what I
have experienced was able to help others.
